MT. VERNON CEMETERY

Enter through the granite gate posts on Central Street across from Island Grove pond, not far
around the corner from the old GAR hall and before the new police station. The one-lane road
winds past a mix of very old plain and ornate gravestones, interspersed with newer ones, as it
meanders around curves and hilly areas, past a small pond, to the central section called the Perry
Oval, marked by the imposing Perry mausoleum. The Veterans' section is close by.

Senior Lunches ing Mt. Vernon cemetery, paying $61 for four lots. The bodies transferred at that time were relo-
cated to the area in the cemetery known as the “Ministers’ Corner” and were from deaths occur-
ring between 1749 and1783.

Because of planned road construction on Adams Street, in 1884 the County Commissioners

mandated that the burying ground there be abandoned and the bodies moved. The Forefathers

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square foot plot; the twenty five cents was for drawing up the deed. The lot is in the far northeast
corner of the mile-long cemetery. Descendants of the people who had been buried on Adams
Street were contacted, and many of them had their ancestors replaced in their own family lots.
The remainder and the gravestones were gathered up and reburied in the Forefathers Lot. No
records were kept, and since gravestones from several other abandoned burial grounds were
brought there, it is impossible to identify the original place of burial. The total amount for the
reinternment project was $281.66. (continued on page 6)
